Also, I do agree with the ethical concerns about this virtual reality. It can be for sure overwhelming if you are almost experiencing, for example, someone dying or a gun-shot going off. This may cause extreme fear or maybe discomfort for viewers, though it may not, depending on the person. Though virtual reality can intensely change the way we see things, it might not be entirely necessary. I believe that we are still able to get so much out of any other media form, whether we feel we are basically inside of the story or not. Perhaps, the more conventional way we view media, is just enough to get what we need to get out of a story.
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
